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TIPS FOR PARENTS

GRADES 3-5
ě      Read with your child for approximately thirty minutes daily.
ě      Encourage your child to check-out books from the school or public library.
ě      Read, write, and share stories as a family;  share family history with your child.
ě      Share poetry and songs with your child.
ě      Set a time and place for doing homework.  Encourage your child to do the work independently and to 

ask questions when help is needed.  Help answer questions as needed while your child does the work.  
Review the work with your child by having him/her tell you how it was done.

ě      Talk with and listen to your child daily;  discuss what is being learned in school.
ě      Establish communication with your childĔs teacher.
ě      Take an interest in your childĔs schoolwork and activities.
ě      Become a parent volunteer at your childĔs school.
ě      Play games that help your child read and practice basic math facts and computation. For example:
 ě  Monopoly                  ě  Sorry                      ě  Yahtzee                     ě  Uno
ě      Keep a book or magazine in the car for your child to read while you drive.
ě      Encourage your child to carefully observe and describe the natural world, make predictions, test 

predictions, describe patterns and change, and identify ways to classify materials.
ě      Visit locations such as parks, museums, the zoo, and the university with your child.
ě      Involve your child in daily activities which promote the use of reading, writing, and   

mathematics.  For example:
ě Estimate how much groceries will cost.
ě Write a grocery list.
ě Count money.
ě Calculate miles per hour on trips.
ě Read recipes.
ě Measure ingredients for cooking and help cook.
ě Read the newspaper; discuss advertisements, graphs and charts, and compare prices.
ě Write letters to relatives and friends.
ě Review the calendar each day.
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
